ABB appoints new head of sustainability affairs

Kornevall succeeds Jan Strömblad, 66, who is retiring after a long and fruitful career with ABB. Strömblad led ABB’s environmental and sustainable development efforts since 1993, having previously worked in a number of line positions for the company for more than 40 years.

ABB has for the past two years been included in the Dow Jones Sustainability Group Index as the leader of its category.
