Duration:

The competition runs over the entire year and is suitable for:
First semester projects
Second semester projects

Year-long projects e.g. final year projects

Students may work individually or in groups.

Submissions & dates:

The submission dates in the latter half of the year are set in
order to allow the competition to run in conjunction with first
semester, second semester and year-long project work.

First round Submission: September 25, 2009

Students must submit one A4 page summary (double-sided
allowed) of their project in the form of a project proposal. The
project proposal is written with the aim of convincing a Board
of Directors to adopt or invest in your proposal, and hence
give you the opportunity to present before them.

It is to be made up of two parts — the project description,
which describes what your robot system does, and the
business justification, which describes elements such as the
financial, OH&S, productivity and quality considerations and
any other major selling points which may be useful in swaying
the judges.

Final Round Submission: October 9, 2009

Finalists will be asked to present their proposal in a one hour
presentation to a Board of Directors made up of industry

professionals. The presentation should essentially aim to get
the Board to ‘accept’ your proposal and give it the go-ahead.

It is basically a more detailed version of your original project
proposal summary, presenting all the information to ‘convince’
the Board that your idea should be implemented.

Competition reqistration & work required:

Students may sign up for the competition at any stage of the
year, as long as they are prepared to submit what is required
for the first round of judging.

While the A4 page summary for the first round submission is
quite small, the detail required for this submission involves
extensive research to obtain accurate and believable results.

The purpose of the restriction of an A4 summary submission
is to create an unbiased judging platform to even out the
playing field for projects of varying duration.

Seminars:

Seminars will run throughout the year covering a range of
topics to assist students with preparation for the requirements
of the competition. The seminars include topics such as:

Occupational Health & Safety
Legal

Finance

Presentation skills

Robot Studio software

Seminar dates will be announced throughout the year.

Project sourcing:

Whilst students may develop their own ideas for the
competition, we strongly encourage collaboration with
industry for projects in order to obtain a more realistic view of
specifications and constraints involved in real world
situations.

Students may approach businesses independently, or
alternatively, there will be a number of industry partner
projects made available by competition organisers. A project
list will soon be available on our website and will be regularly
updated as industry partners sign up to participate.
