ABB named one of world’s 100 best-managed companies

Company makes list for second consecutive year

ZURICH, Switzerland, August 16, 2000 – ABB, the global technology company, today announced it has been named for the second year in a row to IndustryWeek’s 100-Best Managed Companies list.
